Also coming up in April is the 
long awaited workshop with Tony 
Clennell. It should be an inspiring 
and fun filled weekend.  I’m sure 
Tony will have many stories from 
his time in China this past fall.  If 
any of you had the opportunity to 
see his show at Jonathon’s last 
summer, you will be looking 
forward to seeing and hearing 
more about his work and 
experiences. If you are looking 
for one day workshops, Wendy 
has more workshops coming up 
in March and April with the sign-
up sheets at the studio.   
 
As you know, in January, we had 
our special meeting to vote on a 
motion to proceed with the 
purchase of a building in the old 
east village. The results of the 
vote were an overwhelming 
majority in favor of proceeding 
with the purchasing of the 
building. The exact tally was 45 

that said yes and 6 that said no. 
Thank you to all that came out to 
participate. There was much 
energy and enthusiasm at the 
meeting. We are close to 
finalizing the purchase of the 
building and hope to have the 
final word for you at the March 
general meeting. Another very 
positive event from February, the 
city has awarded us a $200,000 
grant over the next four years to 
go towards the renovation of the 
new Clay Art centre in old east 
village.  Thanks to Maria for her 
initial presentation to board of 
control and to all those members 
who wrote to city councilors 
asking for their support with the 
grant. We are now planning for 
the next steps once we have the 
building. The seize report will fill 
you in with all the details of what 
has been happening and what to 
look forward to. 
 
I would also like to remind you of 
the exhibition coming up this 
summer.  Now is the time to start 
thinking about what you may 
want to make for the exhibition.  
The jurors have been picked and 
the exhibition committee has been 
busy planning out the details for 
the exhibition. 
 
Lastly, I would like to announce 
the winner of our Fusion 
Conference. We drew the name of 
the winner at the February 
meeting. Many of you were not 
able to attend due to the bad 
whether so we had a very small 
group at the general meeting.  
The winner is….David 

Moynihan. Congratulations 
David!!  David has been very 
busy this year helping to in the 
studio, reformulating glazes and 
stabilizing the glazes we have. 
This is well deserved! 
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Fifty-one London Potters Guild 
members were able to attend the 
special meeting called for January 
21. The proposal to purchase a 
property in the Old East Village, 
including a comprehensive 
business plan was presented by 
Maria Drangova. A big thank you 
goes out to special guests from 
London Community Players and 
the Palace Theatre who gave us 
insight into their experience for 
the past many years on the same 
strip of Dundas St.  
 
A lively discussion ensued and 
once all concerns were addressed, 
we voted Yes or No to the 
following statement: “I support 
the unanimous decision of the 
London Potters Guild executive 
and the Seize the Clay committee 
to purchase 664 Dundas Street in 
London, Ontario.” 
 
Forty-five members voted YES 
and six voted NO, giving the 
Seize the Clay committee a clear 
mandate to move ahead with 
negotiations to purchase the 
property. 
 
February 21 was also a very 
important day for the Guild 
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because city council met to pass 
2008’s budget.  
 
Our capital grant application to 
receive $200,000 over the next 
four years had already made it 
through two stages of scrutiny. 
Board of Control and the 
Committee of the Whole were 
very impressed with our business 
plan as well as our commitment 
to relocate in the Old East 
Village. Our application, along 
with three others, was 
recommended for final approval.  
 
A few of us attended the council 
session, and with bated breath 
listened to last minute debate 
about our application. Mr. Gord 
Hume acted as our champion on 
council and stood up to express 
his support of our project. Deputy 
Mayor Gosnell spoke glowingly 
about what great impact, with 
relatively little investment from 
the City, our plan and our facility 
will have on revitalizing the Old 
East Village. Just before the 
dinner break, at 7:40 p.m., 
council voted 13-5 in favour of 
our application!  
 
The decision has one of the many 
elements needed to fall into place 
to allow us to move to the next 
stage in this process. We are on 
our way to owning the building 
that will soon be known as the 
London Clay Art Center, future 
home of London Potters Guild.  
 
Hopefully, by the time the general 
membership meets in March we 
will have something definitive to 
tell you. In the meantime, feel 
free to call me anytime to discuss 
our plans moving forward and 
how you can contribute to 
establishing London Clay Art 
Centre.

workshop looking into the black 
box of glazing. Anyone interested 
in making their own glazes, or 
better understanding the glazes 
they use are invited to participate.  
Having some experience mixing 
or developing glazes is an asset 
but not a requirement.

Over the course of the day we

TUDIO REPORT 
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The members and teaching 
studios are running full tilt at 
present, and the level of 
participation by the studio 
members is absolutely 
astounding. There are a number 
of people loading kilns, cleaning 
up, managing the reclaim, and 
keeping tools and whatnot in their 
proper order, and I want to thank 
them for all their effort. I also 
want to thank the teachers for 
having their students start glazing 
early on in the courses as that 
prevents a glut of stuff  at the end 
of the session which usually end 
about showtime. That having 
been said there are a few 
situations that need some 
attention.  
 
I want to remind everyone that 
these are teaching studios, not 
production studios. Everyone 
realizes that one of the most 
significant experiences of this 
process is sending your work out 
into the world via the loving care 
of some good soul who is willing 
to part with their hard earned 
dollars to buy your work. That's 
great and I want to encourage that 
but please be patient as the 
student work and the studio work 
really must take priority.  
       
The studios are not storage 
facilities. The work simply must 
work through the process and to 
that end I am reinstituting the 
"tag" system on the various work 
storage shelves. For those who 
are unfamiliar with this system I 
will explain: 
       
At the beginning of each month, 
starting now...again, there will be 
a little tag of paper put into or 
onto either your wrapped up 
piece, bisque piece, or glazed 

piece on the storage shelves. If 
that tag is not removed by the 
owner by the end of the month, 
the piece finished or unfinished, 
large or small will be thrown 
away. It is an unfortunate step, 
but I have to draw the line. There 
has been a good deal of work 
sitting around for a long time and 
I was hoping that I wouldn't have 
to resort to this. So if you don't 
want your work to get thrown into 
the garbage at the end of March, 
and every subsequent month, 
please either remove the tag, or 
otherwise move the work through 
the process. This would be a great 
help in keeping the flow of work 
in the studios from getting 
clogged up.  
      
Please remember to weigh and 
pay. 
Please remember to clean up after 
yourself. 
If you see a job that needs doing, 
please do it if you can. This is 
your studio. 
We can always have a cleaner 
studio. 
     
The "Glaze Colourant Cross 
Blending Workgroup", or 
GCCBW, has gotten together for 
a few sessions with some exciting 
results from their glaze testing 
and some new glazes will appear 
in their own good time; however, 
suffice it to say that everyone 
enjoyed learning about, and 
running through, the process. 
      
Several members have donated 
recepties for Black Glazes and I 
will be testing them out shortly. 
Thank you to Rachelle and 
Lynne. 
 
Remember: I'm here to help 
facilitate the running of the 
studios. If there is something you 
want to learn about, the proper 
way to use some tool, or how to 
load a kiln, or how to mix a glaze 
for example. Call me or email me 
and let me know, we'll set up a 
time for me to guide you through. 
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I only have 10 hours a week to 
devote to this, but that 10 hours is 
yours.

This method has proven a 
powerful tool for students of 
ceramics. 
2. Using a recipe method, and 

how it is accessible to all 
regardless of their 
understanding of glaze 
chemistry. 

3. Glaze theory in general. 
4. Slides tour of different sorts 

of glazes using the grid 
framework. 

5. Using Natural Materials for 
Making Glazes. 

6. If time permits, there is also a 
slide lecture on Japanese 
wood firing. 

 
The lecture emphasizes the 
importance of alumina and silica 
variation. This enables the student 
to pin down specific effects and 
discover exciting new glazes. 
Systematic variation. Of alumina 
and silica, along with the fluxes, 
is central to this method, and is 
largely responsible for its success. 
The method separates out the 
variables and highlights cause and 
effect. It gives precise control and 
understanding of things like 
colour response, maturity, 
crazing, glaze surface phenomena 
such as mattness, shininess and 
orange-peel surface, as well as 
opalescence, opacity, colour-
break phenomena etc. Another 
feature of the system is the use of 
"mass production" techniques to 
make and apply glazes quickly.

1. To participate in the sale you must be a current member of the LPG. 
2. All work must be done by the artist. (E.g. No glazing of commercial tiles or pottery).   
3. No seconds allowed. No glaze defects, sharp edges, rough bottoms, cracks, etc. All work will be checked by 
quality control on the day of the sale between 2-4pm.  Unacceptable pieces will be placed under tables. 
4. Set up for the show is Friday, April 25, NOON-2pm. (Please note the earlier time this year!) Anyone arriving 
after 1pm will not be allowed to set up.  You must be finished your setup by 2pm to allow for the quality control 
team to do their job. 
5. Table coverings must be a plain cloth, extend to the floor and cover three sides. (This will also be checked 
by quality control, if your cloth does not reach the floor you will be required to fix it.) No fake flowers.  Props 
should be marked as to whether they are included or Not For Sale: NFS. 
6. Participants must work two consecutive shifts over the duration of the sale. You may supply an alternate 
person if you are unable to work your shift.  You must arrive 15 minutes prior to shift. 
7.  Each sale participant must deliver at least one bundle of flyers to an assigned destination according to the 
Master List of galleries and arts organizations.  This will assure all predetermined recipients receive flyers and 
there is no overlap.  If you live out of town, we will send you a bundle and add your local galleries, arts 
organizations etc. to the Master List.  (Sale participants should also hand flyers out to their own personal 
contacts.) 
8. While LPG is insured for public liability, we are NOT RESPONSIBLE for any lost or damaged pieces. All 
items for sale are the responsibility of the participant. Potters are encouraged to keep their own inventory. 
9. Participants may select one or two 6 ft tables (maximum two) or they can provide their own set up (ie: a free-
standing display that fills the space of one or two tables, no larger). 
10. Participants must keep in mind the number of pots they will require to keep their booth space reasonably 
full for the 2 day period.  Displays should look as full at the end of the sale as they did at the beginning.  
Participants should be sure they choose the appropriate number of tables for the amount of stock they have. 
11. All pottery must be clearly marked with a secure price tag. Your assigned number must appear above the 
price. 
12. Pottery should include instructions for its intended use.  Raku ware must be labeled as not for food. 
13. New potters entering the sale must be juried in.  This will take place at the March executive meeting. 
14. Each sale participant must display a sign with their name or their pottery name.  A plain, standardized 
cardstock sign will be provided, or you may use your own sign, provided that the lettering is at least one inch 
tall. Participants are also encouraged to have business cards and Artist’s Bios.

Note: Location requests cannot be honoured, table location is randomly selected.
