Tables should be professionally
set up with tablecloths covering
to the floor so pots can be
discreetly store underneath.

Quiality Control

Will be checking for the

following things:

- Smooth bottoms, no kiln
wash left on and no “S”
cracks on the bottoms or
handles.

Handles must be smooth
and free of jagged edges.
No crazing, crawling or
pinholes.

All raku and pit fired pots
should be identified as such

If a piece does not meet the
show standards, it will be put
under the table with an
explanatory not attached.
Newer guild participants might
be interested in joining the
quality control for experience.
It's also a great way to see
everyone’s beautiful pots.

All new potters must have their
work juried prior to the show
and will be assigned a number
for their pots. Potters who are
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regulars will use their usual
numbers. Your numbers will be
available at the next meeting.

Your pottery must be clearly
marked with the number above
the price since this is how the
potter will be identified for
payment. Stickers must stick to
the pots.

We have over 25 potters in this
years show so it should be a
good one. The show is a great
opportunity to get to know other
potters and discuss pots, people
and life in general. Spread the
word and the flyers and let's go
for the best show yet.
